	Literacy

	Health and Wellbeing

This term Mrs Paul-Bird will be taking the class for P.E on a Tuesday morning and Lee (RADs) will be working with the children on a Wednesday morning. Please ensure your child comes to school in a gym kit. This should be suitable for outdoors as the class may be out in different climates. A general reminder that there should be no football kits/shirts/vest tops/crop tops worn and the children should bring plenty of water on their P.E days to stay hydrated. Jewellery should be removed and hair should be tied back, where appropriate. Thank you for your continued support with this.  

Within Health and Wellbeing, we are going to be covering ‘Substance Misuse’. We will explore a variety of concepts such as, the effect that a range of substances including tobacco and alcohol can have on the body; the different kinds of risks associated with the use and misuse of a range of substances and actions that can be taken to help someone in an emergency. As part of this, the children will be given the opportunity to participate in first aid training, provided by the British Red Cross. Additionally to that, our children will start receiving some RSHP lessons, focussed on My Body, Relationships and Consent.
